Heb 4v12: For the word of God is alive 
and active. Sharper than any double-
edged sword, it penetrates even to 
dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; 
it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the 
heart.

Rev 1v14-16: The hair on his head was 
white like wool, as white as snow, and his 
eyes were like blazing fire. 15 His feet were 
like bronze glowing in a furnace, and his 
voice was like the sound of rushing 
waters. 16 In his right hand he held seven 
stars, and coming out of his mouth was a 
sharp, double-edged sword.

V14-15: Stand firm then, with the belt of 
truth buckled round your waist, with the 
breastplate of righteousness in 
place, 15 and with your feet fitted with the 
readiness that comes from the gospel of 
peace.
