V9: Don’t grumble against one
another, brothers and sisters, or you will
be judged. The Judge is standing at the
door!
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4) Don’t Swear

V12: Above all, my brothers and sisters,
do not swear—not by heaven or by earth
or by anything else. All you need to say is

a simple “Yes” or “No.” Otherwise you will
be condemned.
