V1-2: The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in 
Egypt, 2 “This month is to be for you the 
first month, the first month of your year.

1) A Mighty Judgement

11v4-6: So Moses said, “This is what 
the LORD says: ‘About midnight I will go 
throughout Egypt. 5 Every firstborn son in 
Egypt will die, from the firstborn son of 
Pharaoh, who sits on the throne, to the 
firstborn son of the female slave, who is at her 
hand mill, and all the firstborn of the cattle as 
well. 6 There will be loud wailing throughout 
Egypt—worse than there has ever been or ever 
will be again.

2) A Sacrificial Lamb

12v7: Then they are to take some of the 
blood and put it on the sides and tops of 
the doorframes of the houses where they 
eat the lambs.

John 1v29: The next day John saw Jesus 
coming toward him and said, “Look, the 
Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of 
the world!



2) A Sacrificial Lamb

1 Cor 5v7: For Christ, our Passover lamb, 

has been sacrificed.



2) A Sacrificial Lamb

1 Pet 1v18-19: For you know that it was not 
with perishable things such as silver or gold 
that you were redeemed from the empty way 
of life handed down to you from your 
ancestors, 19 but with
the precious blood
of Christ, a lamb
without blemish or 
defect.

2) A Sacrificial Lamb

12v31: During the night Pharaoh 
summoned Moses and Aaron and said, 
“Up! Leave my people, you and the 
Israelites! Go, worship the LORD as you 
have requested.

3) A Rescue to Remember

13v3: Then Moses said to the people, 

“Commemorate this day, the day you 

came out of Egypt, out of the land of 

slavery, because the LORD brought you out 

of it with a mighty hand.



3) A Rescue to Remember

• The Passover Meal

12v25-27: When you enter the land that 

the LORD will give you as he promised, observe 

this ceremony. 26 And when your children ask 

you, ‘What does this ceremony mean to 

you?’ 27 then tell them, ‘It is the 

Passover sacrifice to the LORD…

13v7-10: Eat unleavened bread during those 

seven days; nothing with yeast in it is to be 

seen among you, nor shall any yeast be seen 

anywhere within your borders. 8 On that day 

tell your son, ‘I do this because of what 

the LORD did for me when I came out of Egypt.’



3) A Rescue to Remember

12v11: This is how you are to eat it: with your 

cloak tucked into your belt, your sandals on 

your feet and your staff in your hand. Eat it in 

haste; it is the LORD’s Passover.



3) A Rescue to Remember

• The Consecration of the Firstborn

V11-13: “…you are to give over to the LORD the 

first offspring of every womb. All the firstborn 

males of your livestock belong to the LORD…

…Redeem every firstborn among your sons.”
